My Forever Box is a personal memory making box to enable a child

to process the death of a significant adult or sibling and to have
their own safe box. The box will enable a pre bereaved child to
understand what is happening to their loved one, process grief,
initiating conversations regarding death and dying in a sensitive

and timely manner.
